It is recommended that the 2017 adopted budget be amended for the following items to close 
Fiscal Year 2017: 

 
1. Capital Projects: 

The Police Department required replacement of 35 laptops for the police vehicles. The 
current equipment is approximately 4 to 9 years old, out of warranty and has been 
discontinued by the manufacturer. Available funds for other technology equipment can be 
reallocated for this purchase. 
 

2. Westchester County Funding 
 The Police Department received an award of County Funds for the reimbursement of 

expenses in the amount of $2,000 for the 2017 National Night Out Event which is an 
annual community-building event that promotes police-community partnerships and 
neighborhood camaraderie to make our neighborhoods safer. 

 
3. Legislative 
 Minor year end adjustments are required for employee benefit variances. 
 
4.  Executive 
 Minor year end adjustments are needed for employee benefit variances including hourly 

rates needed for police/fire civil service exams. 
 
5. Finance & Administrative Services 
 Minor year end adjustment are needed for equipment and furniture, credit card charges 

from vacancy savings in salaries and employee benefits. 
 
6.  Development 
 As a result of CDBG funding reductions, salaries and fringes charged to City funding 

exceeded original budget. These additional expenses were funded through fee revenue 
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that exceeded the budget. 
 
7.  Public Safety 
 Year end adjustments for special duty, overtime and retirement contributions required 

additional funding from savings in contractual and overtime expense lines and revenues 
that exceeded the budget. 

 
8. Public Works 
 Contractual services for year round organic waste collection required additional funding 

from street opening revenues that exceeded the budget. Contracted services for trees and 
refuse disposal required additional funding as well. 

  
9. Parks & Rec 
 As a result of increased minimum wage, hourly rates and associated fringes required 

additional funding from park revenues that exceeded the budget.

GRANTED, OF CHAPTER 288, TAXATION, OF THE CODE 
OF THE CITY OF NEW ROCHELLE.  

 
 
BE IT ORDAINED by the City of New Rochelle: 
 
Section 1.  Article II, Tax Abatement for Rent-Controlled and Rent-Regulated Property 

Occupied by Senior Citizens or Persons with Disabilities, § 288-3, Abatement Granted,  of 
Chapter 288, Taxation, of the Code of the City of New Rochelle, is hereby amended as follows: 

 
Chapter 288. Taxation  
 
Article II. Tax Abatement for Rent-Controlled and Rent-Regulated Property Occupied by Senior 
Citizens or Persons with Disabilities 
 
§ 288-3. Abatement Granted.  
 
Real property taxes imposed by the City upon real property containing a dwelling unit in which a 
head of household resides, which said real property is subject to either the Emergency Housing 
Rent Control Law or the Emergency Tenant Protection Act of 1974, shall be abated in 
accordance with the definitions, requirements, and conditions set forth in § 467-b of the Real 
Property Tax Law, except that no tax abatement shall be granted for a dwelling unit where: 
 
A. The head of the household is a person 62 years of age or older, if the combined income of 
 all members of the household for the income tax year immediately preceding the date of 
 making application exceeds [$40,000]$50,000, provided that when the head of household 
 retires  before the commencement of such income tax year and the date of filing the 
 application, the income for such year may be adjusted by excluding salary or earnings 
 and projecting his or her retirement income over the entire period of such year; or 
 
B.   The head of the household qualifies as a person with a disability pursuant to Subdivision 
 5 of § 467-b of the Real Property Tax Law, if the combined income for all members of 
 the household for the current income tax year exceeds the maximum income above which 
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 such head of household would not be eligible to receive cash supplemental security 
 income benefits under federal law during such tax year.

Ordinance amending Ordinance  No. 255 of 2017, The Budget of the City of New 
Rochelle for 2018, relative to grant carryovers, capital project budget updates and 
operating adjustments. 

 
It is recommended that the 2018 Adopted Budget be amended for Operating adjustments, re-
appropriation of grant and program carryovers and capital fund amendments as follows:  
 

1. Appropriate Forfeiture Funds (T-191/T-193) for the purchase of police scuba equipment in 
accordance with compliance requirements and sizes. 
 
2. Bulletproof Vests- Federal and State grant funding for 2016 and 2017 have been awarded 
to the City for the purchase of bulletproof vests for new officers and replacement vests.  It is 
recommended that the grant funding be accepted and the 2018 budget be amended to agree to 
the grant award. 
 
3. Beechmont Lake Dredging and Improvements- Estimates for the dredging and lake 
improvements exceeded the original budget by $500,000. The bond to be issued was 
increased by that amount to fund the project. In addition, funding included in the capital plan 
for 2019 will need to be accelerated to 2018 to complete the funding needed. A budget 
amendment is required for the project to progress.  
 
4. Tree Replacement Program- Consolidate capital accounts that have funding for tree 
replacements. This transfer has no impact on the capital budget but merely a classification 
transfer. 
 
5. Grant Carryovers- Available balances for grants that have a term that spans multiple fiscal 
years requires budget amendments so that the remaining funds can be utilized in 2018. 
 
6. North Avenue Artistic Lighting- The artistic lighting project originally planned as a CDBG 
eligible project has since been determined to be an IDA eligible project. The IDA will

SUBJECT: PROPOSED ACCEPTANCE OF AN AWARD FROM THE NEW YORK 
STATE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION  FOR PAVING AND 
DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS ON WEAVER STREET: Ordinance Accepting 
a Grant Award in the Amount of $500,000 from the NYS Department of 
Transportation for paving and drainage improvements on Weaver Street in the 
amount of $500,000 and Amending Ordinance No. 255 of 2017, the Budget of the 
City of New Rochelle for 2018. 

 
New Rochelle, New York State DOT and Westchester County have held a series of meetings to 
coordinate a paving project that encompasses an area on Weaver Street from 1225 Weaver Street 
to the Penguilly Drive intersection. 
 
Since three jurisdictions have some responsibility for travel lanes in this project area, an 
agreement has been reached where the City will accept a State Multi-Modal Grant in the amount 
of $500,000 to offset paving and drainage improvements, and the City will be responsible for 
designing, bidding and overseeing the project. 
 
Construction costs are currently estimated for 2018 (asphalt pricing is the one item that can 
fluctuate), but it is anticipated that the City will also be responsible for up to $178,000 in costs 
that are not covered in the grant. 
 
It is our recommendation that the Council grant the City Manager the authority to accept the 
proposed state grant. It is anticipated that an additional $178,000 may be needed to pay for the 
completion of the project as described. A budget amendment may be submitted with the contract 
award. 
 
Since this location impacts local school facilities, it is our intent to have this project completed 
by the end of August 2018.
